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Twenty-nine years ago on a cold Sunday morning in January 
the “Cat in the Hat” bus drove down West Forest Road in 
Landover and my life was changed forever. I don’t know 
where I would be at today if it were not for the faithfulness 
and dedication of Chuck and Connie Webb. Their testimony 

and example have affected generations of bus kids and WBC for almost 4 dec-
ades. How do you thank a couple who has given their lives for others? How do 
you share your gratitude? I have struggled with this question as we have pre-
pared for this time, for this day. I believe the best way to honor them is to make 
sure with all that is in our power to strive to be a good investment of their time, 
love, and support. WBC will forever be thankful, this bus kid will forever be 
grateful and this area will forever be touched because of this couple.  This night 
we recognize Chuck & Connie with the Ronald D. Fenwick Christian Service 
Award. How fitting to recognize 36-year veterans of the bus ministry with an 
award named for the man who started it all! Tonight we announce that Bus#1 
will be retired from our bus fleet. We will re-number this route 
as Bus #11. It is fitting that as Chuck & Connie begin a new 
chapter in their life, we recognize them for a lifetime of dedica-
tion and service. This bus kid is thankful that on January 9, 
1983, it was Harvest time for them and my eternal destiny was 
changed! Thank you Chuck & Connie for loving bus kids, for 
giving your time and energy to those that could not give back. 
You will be missed but never forgotten! God Bless you!  
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When I reflect on the many years that my parents have been serving the Lord, it brings a joy to 

my heart and tears to my eyes. I love thinking about all of the many memories that we as a 
family have of Woodlawn Baptist Church, growing up there and serving in many capacities 

over the years. 
 

It started in January of 1972 when my mom was saved in a small church near where she 
lived. When she and my dad moved to Riverdale, Maryland, she made the decision that she 

wanted to raise her daughter, Cherie, in church. Thereafter, she visited Woodlawn Baptist 
Church and heard this dynamic young preacher named Ron Fenwick. Awhile later, she per-

suaded my dad to come with her, and before you knew it, Bro. Ron Fenwick led my dad, 

Charles Webb to the Lord. 
 

Once dad was saved, his life changed. He stopped doing things that were displeasing to God as 
he felt conviction under the good preaching. In time, he and my mom knew that there was 

more to being a Christian than just going to church. It was about serving the Lord.  
 

Hence, they got started in the bus ministry. In the early years, Chuck and Connie would run 
the program on Bus #1, having many bus drivers such as Jack Wyatt, Brother Jerry Tripp, 

and Pete Lily along the way. Soon, Chuck began driving the bus and Connie would sing.  Then 

bringing us on the bus made it a family affair. We girls would ride on the bus becoming help-
ers in any way we were needed and often we would go visiting with dad on Saturdays. They 

both made serving the Lord fun. 
 

One of my favorite memories was when dad would take us visiting on the bus route each Sat-
urday. It was a time for us to be a part of the bus ministry and learn about serving the Lord 

and witnessing, but it was also a daddy/daughter date.  Each Saturday we’d visit the route, 

and go to some apartments in Kent Village.  Before we’d get there, dad would tell us about this 
special spot where he said there was always money. Well, every time we would go to that spot 

each week, there was always a dollar! I never figured it out when I was little, but I remember 
being so excited because whenever we got a dollar at that spot, dad would take us to 7Eleven 

to get a slurpee. When I got older, I realized that my daddy would place that dollar there some-
how every week without us knowing. He did things like that all of the time. He took us on the 

bus route so that we could see the children and recognize how much we had and that we often 
took it for granted. I realized quickly how much the bus kids loved my dad and mom and it of-

ten broke my heart. I had a great father and mother, and so many of the children would tell 

me that they wished they had my dad and mom as their own parents. Seeing the poverty and 
the sad situations of some of the kids made us four Webb girls so much more appreciative of 

what we had. It made us want to give more because we saw those in need. That’s what my par-
ent’s love instilled in each of their daughters -- a passion for others.

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Dad has served in the bus ministry for 36 years, many of those years with mom on the bus be-

side him. It wasn’t always easy, especially when my dad had to have 4 back operations, and 
my mom had to run the bus route without him, trying to teach the long route to a new driver 

while controlling the kids. We girls were there to help, but mom handled things just fine, as 
she always does. Even through hard times, they never gave up and were dedicated to Christ. 

 
Mom has taught the Kindergarten class for the bus ministry for 35 years. Dad has played gui-

tar for Junior Church alongside of his great friend Bro. Jack Wyatt. They worked together hav-
ing seen many children saved for nearly 4 decades. 

 

My parents always put the Lord first. We didn’t have a choice on whether or not we wanted to 
go to church. We went but we loved going because they showed us that serving the Lord was 

fun. We were taught to want to serve God, not that we had to serve God. They raised us up to 
go to church whenever the doors were open. They loved the Lord, and they were passionate 

about instilling a love for the Lord in our lives. We wanted to make them proud but most of all, 
we wanted to make God proud. Darla said that through our parent’s faithfulness, God was 

planting seeds in her. Because of their faithfulness, she fell in love with the ministry. “They 
loved the ministry and made it fun for our whole family,” Darla said. “I knew that I wanted God 

to use me like He was using them.” Today, Darla helps serve as a pastor’s wife at Freedom 

Baptist Church in Front Royal, Virginia.  Cherie works as the teacher of the Teen Girls class at 
Woodlawn, Betsy serves along side Robert and her dad on Bus #1, and I serve at my church in 

Texas. 
 

My dad’s favorite movie of all time is “It’s a Wonderful Life.” It shows how one man’s simple life 
influenced the lives and destinies of so many others. 

 

Sometimes I look at the lives of the servants at Woodlawn Baptist Church and think about 
how they’ve impacted so many others for the Kingdom of Christ. 

 
Just think for one moment…If there was no Bro. Ron Fenwick, there would be no Chuck or 

Connie Webb or no Bob Richey or Jack Wyatt. If there were no Chuck and Connie Webb, there 
would be no Webb girls, all of whom are serving the Lord in different capacities. There would-

n’t be Pastor William Tyson or Cynthia Pape, who were both two of Brother Chuck and Miss 
Connie’s Bus Kids, and are now amazing servants of the Lord who are winning people to the 

Lord daily. Think about Bro. Ron’s life. Without him, most of the people sitting in the pews of 

Woodlawn would not know Jesus the way they do now. Think of the thousands that Brother 
Tripp has witnessed to: and how his family has been serving in the bus ministry for more than 

30 years. And list goes on and on.
